Our teachers, who also come from all corners of the globe, introduced their own countries’
recognition of peace. We invited guest speakers who experienced the war of Okinawa, and students learned Okinawans’ perspectives as well. One of
our teachers, Mr. Young read aloud “Tsuru chan”, a tragedy of an Okinawan girl, and created a video to share the story with all students in English.
As a school project, all the AMICUS students folded paper cranes and 6th graders donated a thousand paper cranes to the Peace Memorial Museum
and prayed for peace as school representatives. The Peace Education committee filmed every student’s peace message and created a video and
projected at the closing ceremony. Peace Education is not only for children, but also for school staff. The teachers and office staff went to the Peace
Memorial park and Abuchiragama (a battle site in Itoman) to learn more about Okinawa’s history during summer vacation. In order to nurture
leaders of the next generation, AMICUS will continue learning about the importance of peace together with children.
